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How and Why we use your Information

Except as otherwise permitted or required by applicable law or regulation, the School only retains
personal data for as long as necessary to fulfil the purposes they collected it for, as required to satisfy
any legal, accountingor reporting obligations, or as necessary to resolve disputes.

Once you are no longer a staff member at the School, we will retain and securely destroy your personal
information in accordance with our Data Retention Policy. This can be foundin Sharepoint or on the
website under ‘Data Protection’.

Security

We have put in place measures to protect the security of your information (i.e. against it being
accidentally lost, used or accessed in an unauthorised way). In addition, we limit access to your personal
information to those employees, agents, contractors and other third parties who have a business need
to know.

It is important that the personal information we hold about you is accurate and current. Please keep us
informed if your personal information changes during your working relationship with us.
